Your Degree Option 
K-State offers a Bachelor of Science degree in Technol-
ogy Management through distance education. This degree 
completion program is designed for students who have 
completed the Emergency Management program at Barton 
Community College. The Technology Management degree 
provides a solid understanding of the fundamental areas in 
management: finance, accounting, business, and market-
ing. The curriculum is designed to prepare the student for 
the diverse environment of the business world as it relates 
to Emergency Management. By combining a technical area 
of concentration with advanced business studies, you can 
be a professional who has the practical and leadership skills 
to move forward in business.

Your Career
Emergency managers are professionals who provide 
leadership and management skills during disasters. They 
provide leadership and guidance during all phases of the 
disaster (mitigation, preparedness, response, and recov-
ery). They are employed by the government at the city, 
county, state, and federal levels as well as by business and 
industry. A large percentage of these professionals serve 
as part-time emergency managers with their full-time 
position being law enforcement (city, county, or state), 
emergency medical services, or fire chiefs. Many of these 
professionals lack formal education and training in this 
field. This program is designed to provide training and 
formal education for those entering the emergency man-
agement field as well as those currently in the field who 
require additional training and education.

Note: Kansas Board of Regents requirements have been incorporated into this degree plan, including the following rules governing bachelor’s degrees:
 a.  A bachelor’s degree must include at least 124 credit hours;
 b.  It must have at least 60 credit hours earned from an institution where the majority of degrees granted are at the bachelor’s degree level or higher; 
 c.  It must include at least 45 credit hours at the junior level (numbered 300) or higher;
 d.  It must include at least 45 credit hours of general education in defi ned areas.

Kansas State University will accept up to one-half of the required credit hours (or 62 credit hours) from a community college.
