Whether they're pets, livestock or working

animals, animals matter to individuals and

society. Every community needs veterinary

professionals to provide animal health

care, but veterinarians also do many other

kinds of jobs. They make sure the nation's

food supply is safe. They work to control

the spread of diseases. They conduct

research that helps both animals and

humans. Veterinarians are at the forefront

of protecting the public's health and

welfare. Outside of companion animal

practice, the largest employer of

veterinarians in the United States is the

U.S. Department of Agriculture's Food

Safety and Inspection Service, but

veterinarians are found throughout

government in roles where they

contribute to public health, the

environment, and even homeland security,

as well as working in research and public

policy. Many veterinarians are engaged in

work at the intersection of both human

and animal health. For example,

veterinarians play an important role in

food safety, where epidemiological

research is crucial to forecasting the threat

of food-borne diseases and outbreaks.
