From the Athletic Director

It is hard to believe that | have been on the job now for one full year.
Time flies so fast! While we have accomplished many great things
within the athletic department in 2011-2012, it is certainly an ongo-
ing goal to be better. | am proud of my staff for many things, but |
am probably most proud of our focused efforts to become more ac-
tively involved with the communities we serve. | am sure you have
seen some examples of our community involvement in previous
newsletters.
