The Lady Cougars, who have
won seventeen national championships and ten second place finishes in its storied history, captured
one gold medal in finishing eighteenth with eleven points. The Cougars will spend the next couple of
weeks preparing for the outdoor portion of its schedule which starts March 22 at the prestigious
