The Region VI Men’s Championship
was one of those games as the No. 24 Barton men’s basketball team ran across a
hot No. 9 Hutchinson Community College team falling 74-57 at Park City’s Hart-
man Arena. After getting a road quarterfinal win at Cowley College earlier in the
week and a day removed after eliminating the Jayhawk West champions Seward
County Community College, the Cougars got behind early and never recovered

in concluding their season at 28-6.

Playing in sixty-seven games as a Cougar, Key recorded one triple-
double, thirteen double-doubles, and had twenty-seven games of scoring twenty or more
points including six games reaching the thirty-point mark.
