 Algie Key, Barton’s career leader in free throw attempts  

and made, is fifth all-time in scoring (1152) surpassing  
Ebi Ere’s 1148 mark established in the ‘99-01 seasons  
and is just thirty-seven points from Jackie Jones’ 4th place.    

 Key has 6 double-doubles this season and 13 for his career.   

 Andell Cumberbatch has 9 double-doubles in 16 conference 

games and has 10 total for his career.
