
Purpose 
The Neighborhood Revitalization Program provides for tax rebates for a period of time for 
persons making a certain level of improvements to real estate qualifying for the program.  They 
are an incentive to encourage improvements to real estate within the City of Claflin.  The 
program has been in existence for several years.  The rebates are for the improvements only 
and the tax revenues currently realized will increase as the rebates are reduced with the full 
taxes realized after the conclusion of the ten year period.  A similar program is in effect in the 
City of Great Bend, Kansas.  Barton County, Kansas, will collect the taxes and pay out the 
rebates. 
 
 
Recommendation 
Approve the Interlocal Agreement between the City of Claflin and Barton County Community 
College.  This includes adoption of the neighborhood revitalization plan; Barton County 
administration of the plan; and review of the neighborhood revitalization plan every three years.
