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Foundation Presents McKown-Funded “Winged Aspiration” to College

More than 50 individuals attended the October 13
unveiling of “Winged Aspiration,” a dramatic out-
door sculpture in the circle driveway fronting Bar-
ton’s Fine Arts Building and the Shafer Gallery.

Bill McKown was a true friend of the arts at Bar-
ton Community College. He died in March 2014,
but his legacy lives on through numerous art-re-
lated improvements, including “Winged Aspira-
tion”, made on the Barton campus as a result of
a generous bequest from his estate. Other cam-
pus projects provided by the Bill J. McKown Me-
morial Fund include the educational kiosk in the
gallery on how to build a bronze horse, equipment
for the ceramics depart-
ment, and furnishings
and computers for the
art department.

“Winged Aspiration” is a large reproduction of a
smaller wax mold created by Gus Shafer for a sculp-
ture that was never cast. In the late 1970s, L. E.“Gus”
Shafer produced a series of images in wood and
wax as models for a monument to hope and the
future. Different from his western artimages, these
elegant abstract forms pull the eye towards the
sky and infinite possibilities.

Ellinwood sculptor Aaron McCaffery fabricated
the 14-foot tall bronze rendition of Shafer’s
piece, weighing 900 pounds. Great Bend sculp-
tor Chet Cale designed the base of limestone
blocks.

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1 1th Annual Learning Celebration at Ellsworth Correctional Facility

Passion, spirit and hope described
inmate learners at the 11th Annu-
al Learning Celebration held Oct.
20 at Ellsworth Correctional Facil-
ity. Foundation Executive Director
Nancy Wiebe presented scholar-
ship certificates to 15 inmates.
The scholarships were made pos-
sible by financial support from in-
dividuals and community group
donors to the foundation.

One of the benefits of educating
inmates most frequently under-
scored by Barton Community Col-
lege, Ellsworth Correctional Facil-
ity and the Kansas Department of
Corrections is reduced recidivism.
Most inmates will eventually
be released into society.

On November 5, Barton Com-
munity College announced a
grant of more than $1 million,
paid out over three years, to
develop its already robust
inmate education program-
ming at Ellsworth Correc-
tional Facility and Larned Cor-
rectional and Mental Health
Facility.

The Improved Reentry Education
(IRE) grants were given to only
nine communities in the United
States.

This grant means Barton will be
able to take its inmate education
efforts to the next level, includ-
ing the purchase of tablets and
other devices to provide exposure
to the latest technologies used in
the workplace. It will also pay for
four new positions to help Bar-
ton’s staff streamline processes
and add programming options.
Scholarships are needed so that
inmates may participate in these
programs.

Student-in-
mate Parrish
Bourn has
been incar-
cerated for
more than
23 years and
will  release
March 8, 2016. He began his
education through Barton at
Ellsworth Correctional Facility
in 2012. He has taken 57 credit-
hours and maintained a 3.87
GPA.

“I can’t understate the impor-
tance of (these opportunities),”
he said. “If it wasn't for this, the
only job skills | would have are
basic labor, sweeping and mop-
ping floors. The jobs I'll be able
to get with these classes are way

better.”

Parrish intends to find a weld-
ing job after his release. He re-
ceived the foundation’s Chal-
lenge ECF Scholarship in 2014.

Barton Community College Founda-
tion and Workforce Training and Com-
munity Education joined forces again
this year to provide a chocolate bar for
each inmate at Ellsworth Correctional
Facility. The college offers GED, aca-
demic and vocational training so in-
mates can find employment, become
productive citizens and support them-
selves and their families upon release.
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Barton and LCMHF Celebrate New Vocational Building Completion

Larned Correction-
al Mental Health
Facility  (LCMHF)
and Barton Com-
munity  College
cut the ribbon on
a new vocational
education  build-
ing on the prison
grounds October
1. Barton provided
the building kit
while LCMHF pro-
vided labor and
furnishings.

The new facil-
ity expands the
educational pro-
gramming already
available at LCMHF to include the
ability forinmates to attain nation-
al craft skills certification, training
in manufacturing skills, carpen-
try training and more. These pro-
grams are intended to reduce the
rate at which inmates return to
prison after release.

LCMHF Warden Doug Waddington (left), Sec-
retary of Corrections Ray Roberts, Barton
Board of Trustees Chair Mike Johnson and
Barton President Dr. Carl Heilman cut a ribbon
to signify the completion of a new vocational
education facility on the grounds at LCMHF.
The building materials were provided by Bar-
ton, while the labor and furnishings were sup-
plied by LCMHF.

Many of the inmates who helped
construct the facility attended the
ribbon cutting.

Xavier Rodriguez, who helped with
the construction from the very be-
ginning, and is taking classes Bar-
ton already has in place at LCMHF
said the efforts to provide educa-
tional programming will not be in
vain.

“I plan on being able to say I did all
this while in prison to help me get a
job when | get out,” he said. “I don't
want to sit dormant. | don’t want to
be asked what | did and have to say
I just sat around. | want to say | tried
to better myself while | was here.”

“This is what it's all about, helping
one another,” Barton President Dr.
Carl Heilman said during the rib-
bon cutting ceremony. “We will
work as cooperatively as we can
with corrections to be here, at Ells-
worth or other facilities because
we believe strongly that every-

body should be given the oppor-
tunity to reach their pinnacle in
life.”

LCMHF Warden Doug Waddington
echoed Dr. Heilman's comments,
explaining that the new facility is
the result of a long term vision and
goal to have vocational training op-
tions available to inmates.

Kansas Secretary of Corrections
Ray Roberts highlighted educa-
tion as the key to helping inmates
find success after release. He said
statistics show having a job, a
place to live and control over any
addictions or criminal thinking are
the three key ingredients to a suc-
cessful re-introduction to society,
and education is the foundation to
accomplish all three.

“Barton Community College is
very focused on helping people
improve their lot in life, and | cer-
tainly appreciate that, Roberts
said.
