POLICIES

As part of the check-in process, you will complete
a form to identify any damages or shortages in your
room. When residence in Student Housing is termi-
nated, the housing staff will use the same form to
determine any damage other than normal wear. You
will be responsible for the furniture, equipment and
general condition of your room.

Student Housing is closed during vacation periods
for maintenance and repair.

The following may not be kept in rooms: pets, open
heating element cooking equipment, fireworks, and
firearms or ammunition, except as set forth in Policy
1160. It is against campus policy to gamble or to pos-
sess or use drugs on the College property. Similarly,
it is against campus policy to possess or use alcoholic
beverages on the College property except as set forth
in Policy 1220.

You are responsible for cleanliness and orderliness
of your room, and should cooperate in maintaining
Student Housing and lounge areas. Barton’s house-
keeping staff will clean bathrooms weekly if the area
is clear of all toiletries and personal items.
