3.       Identify, access and evaluate visual information as needed for the use of personal expression in the medium of photography.

Photographically record a visual image by manipulating the various parts of the 35mm camera:  lens, light meter, shutter, and aperture.

Describe and utilize the aperture settings on the lens to selectively control the foreground and background focus, and there by designate the amount of visual emphasis placed on the subject.

Describe and utilize the shutter settings on the camera to gain control over how the different shutter speeds, position of the camera, the angle of the shot, and the effect of planning will have on the resulting photograph.

B. Answer creative questions about the use of the medium of photography, using experimentation, observation, discovery, and an understanding of the photographic process.

Artistically express or interpret different thoughts, ideas, emotions, and relationships using the photograph as your expressive tool.

Explain and pursue a pattern of life-long self-exploration through the medium of photography by investigating ideas and stimulating creativity.

C. Produce photographs that have balance, proportion, and that are clear and precise using knowledge of the principles and elements of design to evaluate the compositional make-up of your photographs.
