I. GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION

Course Information: EDUC 1163

Course Title: American Sign Language

Credit Hours: 3.0

Prerequisite: None

Division and Discipline: Academic Division; Social/Behavioral Sciences
Course Description: This course will provide academic credit for active participation in various settings.  The topics vary from general information about American Signing language, vocabulary, phrases, sentence structures, and part of the course outline or method of evaluation.

3. Demonstrate fluency in signing American Sign Language.
a.  Dramatize proficiency through signed presentations

b.  Analyze their personal growth of fluency

c.  Apply ASL rules to signed projects and practice sessions

d.  Critique weaknesses and improved upon those areas
e.  Devise a project demonstrating signing skills

4. Indicate skills by tests and projects.
a.  Apply understanding of ASL rules and vocabulary to tests

b.  Distinguish ASL vocabulary upon signed presentation

c.  Assemble signed presentations into written English format
