I. GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION

Course Title: Military History of the First World War 


Credit Hours:
3

Division/Discipline: Academics/History
Course Description: This course presents the military history of World War I.  As background for the war, this course will first examine the political, diplomatic, economic, and military events from 1914 to 1919 that led to the war.  The course will then cover the major campaigns and battles in all the major theaters of the war.  The campaign/battle studies will not consist merely of an examination of the events of each campaign/battle, but will also examine the political, diplomatic, economic, and strategic context in which they occurred.  Thus, the campaign/battle studies will address the events that precipitated each campaign/battle; the strategy, tactics, and leadership of the belligerents; and the result of the battle on the outcome of the war.

IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

Through this course, the student will gain an understanding of the political, diplomatic, economic, and military events of World War I.  The coverage of the political, economic, and diplomatic aspects of the war will enhance the student’s knowledge of military history’s relationship to general history.  The course provides the student a valuable understanding Western History from the turn of the century through the end of the First World War.  In so doing, the course provides the student an excellent basis for further study of history since World War I.  Students seeking knowledge of military history will find this course interesting and informative. The course meets the academic requirements for three hour of credit towards a history major.  For the non-history major, the course offers three hours of elective credit in history.

3. Identify and explain the contributions of key political and military figures in the First World War.

4. Identify the major theaters of the First World War.

5. Identify major phases of war in chronological order.

6. Explain the military strategies used by the Allies and Central powers in each theater.

7. Explain the impact of technology on the conduct of the war.

8. Identify the campaigns and battles in each phase of the war.  

9. Identify the commanders for both sides in each major campaign and battle. 

10. Describe the results of each major battle and the campaign to which it belonged.  
11. Explain the results of each campaign on the outcome of the war.   

12. Describe the impact of the Treaty of Versailles on world history.
